2009 brought even more success. The band performed for the first time on the Summer Stage in
Central Park, New York City to a crowd of over 4000. The band also flew to San Juan, Puerto Rico and
performed at the Sheraton Old San Juan annual Oktoberfest, in the heart of Old San Juan.

In 2010, Alpine Squeeze! was invited back to Central Park and added many new venue’s to their tour,
including the New York Athletic Club, The White Plains Business Improvement District, and “Das Best
Oktoberfest” in New York City (2 day non-stop Oktoberfest sponsored by Trigger Agency).

Mr. Barrett is a founding member
of the Bottom Line Tuba Quartet, Grace Avenue Brass Ensemble, and Cornucopia, a brass
chamber duo founded with his wife, Dr. Connie Tomaino. Every Autumn, the lederhosen come
out for many fun Oktoberfest gigs with bands like “Alpine Squeeze,” “Diamond Chips,” and the
“Royal Bavarians.” Walter has had articles on "Trombone Legato" and "Vibrato" published in
the "Online Trombone Journal." In the summer of 2005, he was asked to be a Moderator of
The Trombone Forum. His Forum "handle" is WaltTrombone, and he oversees the Practice
Room, Just For Beginners, and Accessories rooms on the Forum. He is a Yamaha Performing
Artist/Clinician, and is listed in "Who's Who in American Music".
